VERKHOYANSK

1. Verkhoyansk is one of the oldest cities in the republic. It was founded
in 1638 as a fortress on the Dulgallakh River. The population of the town is
about 2,000 people. The main occupations of the indigenous population are

hunting and reindeer breeding.

2. Verkhoyansk is situated to the north of the Arctic Circle and claims to

be the world’s coldest place after another settlement in the republic Oymyakon.
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The average temperature in January is -50 degrees Centigrade, while the lowest

minimum temperature was registered as -67,8 on January 15", 1885.

3. As long ago as the 19™ century, scientists took an interest in the low
temperatures in Yakutia and assumed that Yakutia was at the centre of cold
weather front. It was Ivan Khudyakov, a political convict exiled to Verkhoyansk,
who recorded the lowest January temperature of -67,8 degrees Centigrade in
1885.

4. The opening of the first meteorological station in Verkhoyansk in 1883
is linked to the name of the well-known Russian polar researcher, Eduard Toll.
Toll undertook three expeditions to the north of Yakutia and studied the geology
and hydrology of the Yana and Adycha rivers. The station continued to make
observations on atmospheric pressure, the temperature of the air, the humidity of
the air, the surface temperature of the soil, atmospheric precipitation, cloudiness

and so on.

EASTER IN RUSSIA

Like Christmas, Easter is one of the greatest Christian festivals. Christians
relate the rising of the sun to the resurrection of Jesus and their old spiritual rebirth.
In Russia Easter is celebrated on the first Sunday after the first spring new moon. It
usually falls on April. Resurrection is the revival of life, spiritual renovation, and
this belief has its incarnation in the feast of Easter, the day of the resurrection of Our
Lord. On meeting people exclaim on that day: “Christ has risen!”

At Easter the sun shines brightly, its bright, salubrious beams bring
purification and joy. In the morning it is required to consecrate the kulich and paskha
in the church. Kulich is a tasty Easter loaf flavored with sweets and raisins. Paskha is
a ritual dish made of sour cream, sugar, eggs, raisins and butter. The kulich is round
in shape, and the paskha is square.

The joyous Easter feast continues for a whole week. The church bells ring,
people congratulate and kiss one another, go to each others' houses and exchange
gifts including painted eggs.

Since time immemorial the egg was worshiped as a symbol of life and
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fertility. The peasants believed that the egg could save a man from an evil eye. The
Easter egg i1s the most popular emblem of Easter and signifies the Nature’s
reawakening. Eggs are dyed and painted on Friday of the last week of the Great Lent
preceding Easter.

Every year the anniversary of the birth of William Shakespeare is celebrated
with joyous ceremony at Stratford-upon-Avon, the Warwickshire market town in
England where he was born on April 23, 1564.
Flags are unfurled in the main street, people buy sprigs of rosemary ‘“for
remembrance”? to wear in their buttonholes, the Town Beadle who is a municipal
mace-bearer heads a long procession through the streets to the parish church where

everyone in the procession deposits a wreath or a bouquet at the poet’s grave, and in

“There’s rosemary, that’s for remembrance” — a line from Shakespeare’s Hamlet, act I'V.
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the evening there is a performance of the chosen “Birthday Play” in the Royal
Shakespeare Theatre. The theatre built in Shakespeare’s birthplace stages
Shakespeare’s plays almost exclusively.

In spite of the attendance of distinguished representatives from all parts of
the world, the Birthday celebrations seem essentially local: they are the tribute of his
fellow townsfolk to an honoured citizen who could think of no better place than the
small country town in which he was baptized.

So when his birthday comes round each year, the good town’s people may
well be excused for thinking of William Shakespeare, first and foremost, as a son of
Stratford.

THANKSGIVING DAY
Thanksgiving Day is a public holiday which is celebrated on the fourth
Thursday in November by the Americans. It is the oldest national holiday. The
pilgrims, the first English settlers came on the ship Mayflower to Plymouth Bay,
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Massachusetts, in 1620. They made an extremely difficult trip across the ocean from
England to gain religious freedom. The first year in America was very hard for
them. Almost half of the group died of cold, hunger, and disease.

By the autumn of the next year, assisted by the Indians they had a good
harvest. And a feast was given of turkey, corn and a pumpkin pie to celebrate the
harvest and give thanks to God for their survival.

The old traditions of their feast were celebrated in all the colonies of New
England, but not on the same day. It was during the third year of the Civil War, on
October 3, 1863, when President Abraham Lincoln proclaimed a national
Thanksgiving Day. In 1951 the United States Congress named the fourth Thursday
of November a Thanksgiving Day.

This is a day for family reunions. Thanks are offered in the churches for the
blessings of the year, and at home a big dinner that usually includes roast turkey and
cranberry sauce is served. Turkey, corn (maize), pumpkins and cranberry sauce are
symbols which represent the first Thanksgiving. Now all of them are drawn on
holiday decorations and greeting cards.

HE SAKHA NATIONAL FESTIVAL - YHYAKH

The 21%-22" of June are the days of the national holiday in the Republic
Sakha (Yakutia). On these days the Yakut people celebrate their great national
festival Yhyakh. A big open field is chosen for the celebration. It is decorated with
freshly cut birch rods with horsehair cords between them. Various things such as
multi-colored rags, birch-bark vessels, duck wings and others are suspended on the
cords. Finely carved tethering posts called Saergae are set into the ground.

The ceremony of thanks to Upper World powers opens the festival. The
main shaman with seven boys and seven girls dressed in white holds the ceremony
of feeding the spirits of Fire and Nature. He asks the spirits to help people in their
horse- and cattle-breeding, to have health and wealth.

The Kymys drinking ritual is performed using a special goblet called
Choron. It is a wooden vase-shaped vessel with three legs in the shape of horse
hooves. Only when all these ceremonies have been held the feasting can begin with
contests and finally the national round-dance Ohuokhai that marks the culmination
of the ceremonies.

At dawn people welcome the Sun of a new day. This ritual symbolized
abolition of sins and miseries. All Yhyakh activities last for two days and a night.

THE BEAR FEAST

The cult of a bear is typical for all the Northern peoples. Some of the
Northern Peoples such as the Evens, Evenkis, Yukagirs, Nivkhs have a special Bear
Feast.

Myths dealing with the blood relationship of people to a bear exist in the
folklore of almost all the Northern peoples. For example, in the Evenki myth it is
told about a girl, who once lost her way in the forest, fell into a bear lair and spent a
winter there. In spring she came out of the lair and managed to find the way home.
She returned to her parents and gave a birth to a bear-cub. Later the girl married to a
man and gave a birth to a boy.

The two brothers grew up and decided to compare their strengths. They
fought and the younger brother killed the elder one. Before the death the bear-
brother told people what rituals they must observe in hunting, eating and burial of a
bear.

At midnight “the raven’s cry” announces the beginning of the meal. During
the meal the eaters cry like ravens so as the bear’s spirit hears them and thinks that
ravens are eating him, not people. The bear’s skull is to be wrapped in birch-bark
and buried. The bear’s skin is kept as one of the sacred things. The bear’s paw is
hung at home as the protecting talisman or is given to a shaman.

The rite of “renunciation” is the most important part of the Bear Feast

rituals. During this rite the hunters address the killed bear spirit asking it not to be
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angry with them as they are not guilty for the bear’s death.
